Children are awarded one of the following Teacher Assessment judgements in writing:
Expected Standard - Working at the expected standard for their age

Greater Depth - Working at greater depth within the expected standard and has a strong
understanding of the curriculum.

In addition to these measures, we have reported the average scaled scores and, in line with
requirements, we have also reported the percentage of children achieving a Higher Standard. Children
with a scaled score of 110 and above are included in this group.
